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In memoriam, Fred “Rob” Robinson 

Most of us knew Fred, also 
known as Rob, Robinson from 
SCWD meetings where he  
almost always wore a shirt or 
hat with the logo of his beloved 
New York, Ontario & Western 
Railway on it.  Fred was soft 
spoken and had a wry sense of 
humor that would pop out when 
you least expected.  Fred was 
born in Philadelphia in 1944 but 
spent most of his youth on  
Staten Island, New York.  In his 
childhood, Fred spent a lot of time at a Boy Scout camp 
on Staten Island where it is probable that he ran into  
another future SCWD member, Bill Clancy; though they 
can’t say they knew each other back then, the shared  
experiences helped form a kinship between them many 
years later.  He also spent a lot of time in the area around 
Roscoe, NY where he would hunt and fish and be a boy 
with relatives there.  Fred was lucky enough to see the 
O&W in its final years of operation; something I envy 
him for.  Fred was active in the Division, giving clinics at 
Division meetings and showing kids how to stain plaster 

rock castings at Rail 
School; he served three 
years as SCWD Clinic 
Chair and many years 
helping out at the Rail 
Show.  He was a judge 
for model contests at  
national conventions as 
well as local  
Achievement Awards.  
Fred served on the 

SCWD Board of Directors and 
was a Director-at-Large of the 
MidWest Region.  Fred was a 
member of the NMRA for 48 
years became an SCWD member 
around 2012 shortly before he 
married his wife, Sandy.  The two 
were regular fixtures at Division, 
Region and National events and 
conventions with Sandy adopting 
Fred’s love of trains for her award
-winning craft projects. 
 
What most of us didn’t know was Fred was also a  
decorated Vietnam veteran; a Lt. Colonel in the US Air 
Force, an Eagle Scout and longtime supporter of  
scouting.  He was a Master in the Freemasons and active 
in the Shriners, among other service organizations.   
 
Fred never got very far building his layout.  Mike Vivion 
helped build his first attempt, which he decided wasn’t 

quite what he wanted.  When Fred became ill, work 
ceased on his second attempt before any track became 
operational.  Fred operated on my O&W Auburn  
Division layout and Dave Casey’s CNW railroad as well 
as being involved with 
a short-lived modular 
group in Richland 
Center where he and 
Sandy lived.  Fred was 
an all-round great guy 
who would do  
anything to help you if 
you needed it.  His 
bright smile will be 
missed and the SCWD 
and NMRA will be 
poorer for it.

Radon Mitigation Experience

Last December our local McFarland Chamber of Com-
merce was selling RADON TEST Kits for $10.00 as a 
fund raiser for the Chamber's activities in connection 
with McFarland's "Christmas in the Village" events.   
 
My wife and I decided that we should know the current 
levels of radon gas in our home.   We purchased a radon 
gas test kit to determine the radon levels in the basement 
of our home.  Following the instructions that came with 
the kit, we placed the test kit in a corner of our basement 
that was NOT affected by drafts.  This test corner was as 
far away from windows, the furnace, and the water heat-
er.  We made sure that we did not do the laundry while 
the test was being conducted because the dryer would 
have been taking air out of the basement.  
 
Radon gas is an odorous and colorless gas the occurs 
naturally in the environment.  Radon gas causes lung 
cancer.  Certain areas of the world are affected by radon 
gas.  The gas seeps up through the basement floors of 
homes.  When our basement was tested for radon gas 
back in 1993 the house was not as buttoned up as it is 
now.   
 
After running the test for 48 hours, we sent in the test kit 
(mailing label and payment instructions) to the testing 
facility.  About 10 days later we found out that the radon 
gas level was over the rating of 4.  According to the 
United States Environmental Protection Agency, a rating 
of 4 indicates that radon gas is a problem.   
 
We decided to test again .... we purchased 2 more test 
kits from the TESTING COMPANY (we probably could 
have gotten the test kits locally but we wanted to stay 
with the same testing company.  This time, we put one 
test kit in the same corner of the house and another in a 
different draft free corner.  48 hours later we sent in the 
test kits for analysis.   
 
About 10 days later, the test results came back - this time 
the ratings were 3.76 and 3.92.  At this time, we decided 
we needed to install a radon mitigation system so that we 
would be safe working in our basement.   
 
Now, the big challenge - find a reliable radon mitigation 
specialist.   
 
In the meantime, I reviewed mitigation videos and infor-
mation on YOUTUBE and a search of the internet.  Our 
home heating and air conditioning system was installed 
and annually maintained by Harker Heating and Cooling 
located in the Madison area.  Harker informed us that the 
company does not install radon mitigation systems.

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Radon mitigation installation companies are located all over Southeastern Wisconsin.  We finally chose Wisconsin 
Radon Services LLC from Sun Prairie, Wisconsin, for a couple of reasons.   
 
1.  Lance Rule, owner of Wisconsin Radon Services, LLC, is a licensed electrician as well as a certified radon mitiga-
tion specialist.  
 
2.  Mr. Rule was very professional in his inspection of our home.  During the inspection, he reviewed the different 
types of radon mitigation equipment and the location of the exhaust fan.   
 
3.  He determined that running the exhaust system through the attic of the garage was a better choice for long term life 
of the exhaust fan.  
 
4.  His estimate was the most cost effective that also came with a very good warrantee. 
 
5. Scheduling the installation was not a problem.  
 
 We decided to install a radon mitigation system with the exhaust fan in the attic of our garage.  
 
Now, we had to make the attic of our garage accessible for ease of installation.  
 
The scuttle hole in the garage ceiling was only 22 1/2" by 22 1/2".  For ease of installation, an attic ladder would make 
access to the garage attic easier as well as maybe provide some storage space in the rafters.   
 
An attic ladder was purchased from Menards.  (Menards has a video on how to install an attic ladder ).  We choose a 
mid-range ladder that will support about 258 pounds.

The attic ladder hole was cut in the ceiling by enlarging the scuttle hole.  The new size is 22 1/2" by 54".  On a Satur-
day morning, a family of Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts (the family that helps out at the February train show) came over 
to help with the attic ladder installation. 

 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

I was in the attic while two Scouts assisted with putting the ladder in place.   We needed some extra wooden shims to 
square up the ladder in the new hole.

New 192 square foot of storage space 
and installed exhaust fan.  The switch 
can be used to turn off the fan. 
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The ladder was installed in less that 1 1/2 hours and then we enjoyed a lunch of PIZZA HUT carryout pizzas in our 
driveway.  This was all done while we were maintaining our COVID-19 social distancing guidelines.   
 
Now that the attic ladder was installed, a floor needed to be installed.   Six 4' x 8' sheets of  5/8" OSB particle board 
was used for the attic floor.      
 
How do you put a 4' x 8' sheet of OSB up into an attic space with a sloping roof?  My solution was to cut the 4' x 8' 
sheet in half .... not into 4' x 4' pieces but 2' x 8' pieces.  Now, the 2' x 8' pieces were easier to put up through the ac-
cess hole, lighter than a full piece, and then the pieces were lined back up with the saw cuts.  Now, 192 square feet of 
storage!   (Special Note - the garage rafters are not designed to handle a large weight load so lighter items are stored 
up in the attic near the supporting garage walls.)  
 
On the day of installation, Lance and his wife arrived about 12:30 pm for the installation process.  

 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 

 
First, a 3" hole was drilled through the basement floor.  After the floor was drilled, Lance laid out the PVC 3" piping.  
His wife dug out 5 gallons of earth from under the basement slab.  Lance drilled a hole through the side of the base-
ment ceiling joist that was common to the garage.  In the garage, he used a perpendicular laser pointer to mark the 
hole for the garage ceiling.  After that hole was drilled, Lance was able to mark the hole to be drilled in the roof of the 
attic.  
 
Special 'fire stop' brackets were used to mount the exhaust pipe to the garage wall and ceiling.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
The 3" exhaust pipe was installed with the necessary elbows to make the run from the basement floor to the exit into 
the garage, up to the attic, the exhaust fan, and finally through the roof.  
 
We chose the roof exhaust instead of a pipe running up along the outside of our house.  The fan is not exposed to the 
elements in the attic.  The roof vent is not noticeable on the front of our house.

The ladder supports had to 
be extended to allow the 
exhaust pipe to be close to 
the interior garage wall. 

The small piece of OSB was 
cut to fit and placed before 
the connecting collar and pipe 
about the collar was installed. 

Exhaust fan and electrical switch 
with an added 2 x 4 cross brace. 
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The electricity to run the fan came from a connection with the electrical box for the garage door opener.   While the 
wiring was installed, we also installed a light in the attic as well as an additional electric duplex outlet.  

 
 
The manometer indicates that there is a negative pressure in the exhaust pipe which indicates a vac-
uum exists and that any gas is being pulled from underneath the basement floor and vented out 
through the roof of the house.  We do not hear the exhaust fan running in the garage attic.   
 
 
The installation and equipment cost was around $1,100.00 which included the additional wiring for 
a light and outlet in the attic.  
 
A radon gas meter was placed in our basement to test and record the radon levels for 7 days about 
45 days after the radon mitigation system was turned on.  The reading had a rating of less that .02 - 
a very good radon gas reading.

¶ For the Model Category, the video can be of anyone’s layout, not just your own.

¶ Deadline for Entries – March 1 (you will upload all entr ies to the website listed on the SCWD website,  

      Video Contest webpage).  

¶ You may enter more than once (max. of 5 entries per person).

¶ Voting will be closed on end of day April 15. 

¶ Winners will be announced at the May 2022 Meeting.

Model Railroad Operation is a fun and interesting  
role-playing game where the players (operators) use 
model trains to simulate the movements of the prototype 
railroad. Operators fill the roles of railroad employees 
like engineers, conductors, yardmasters, dispatchers, and 
more. Many of our SCWD members participate each 
month at multiple layouts to enjoy this fun and  
stimulating practice of critical thinking and problem 
solving in the context of railroad operations. 
 
Now, there is a way for you to get your feet wet in this 
critical thinking and problem-solving railroad  
environment in the privacy of your own home through 
the use of railroad switching puzzles. 
 
In July, a group of SCWD members started a project to 
introduce more of our members to the enjoyment of  
railroad operations, or as our wives call it, playing 
trains.
